Holding on to what is good j

In Romans 12:9-21, Paul gives us an interesting checklist of good behaviors. Depending on how you count them, there are

as many as 25 bits of advice in these few verses. Find your favorite Bible and read this passage. Notice how many of Paul’s
words are verbs — action words: love, hate, outdo, serve, rejoice, contribute, extend, bless, weep. Which of these things are
easy for you to do, day by day? Which are harder for you? Verse 19, for example, says we shouldn't avenge ourselves. This
means that when someone hurts you, you should not automatically try to hurt them back. That can be very hard urge to resist,
not only with our friends and family but also out there in the world. What can you do instead of reacting in anger with anger or
taking revenge? If you could make this choice, what might happen? Are there any verses in Romans 12 that you don't really
understand: “Do not lag in zeal,” for instance, or perhaps “Be ardent in spirit”? Try reading these verses in different versions of
the Bible to see whether you can learn more about what they might be asking you to do. Try thinking about this passage like an
assignment. Read each phrase in the box and put a + beside the things you think would be fairly easy for you to do as a regular
habit. Put a — beside the things you think would be hard to do regularly. Put a ? next to any that don’t make sense to you & ask
someone to help you understand what they mean. What would happen if you were to work on Paul’s list for the next month?
Try choosing one item each day and try to do what it advises. Start your day by saying it out loud to yourself. Write a note to
yourself and put it in your pocket; then take it out each time you eat a meal or a snack. Look for ways to do these things in your
everyday life. So, how do we “hold fast to what is good” in times when we are sad or hurt, sick or afraid? One way is to make

a reminder you can carry with you — something that gives you a little courage and reminds you that God is always with you.
Maybe it's a star, a favorite picture, a special rock or shell. Don’'t worry whether you will be able to accomplish everything on
Paul’s list. The important thing is to focus on the good things and let go of what isn’t so good. Imagine how much better the
world might be if we all tried to follow Paul’'s advice in Romans 12:21, “Do not be overcome by evil, but overcome evil with
good.”
